The success of the cohort extends
beyond ATAR performance, with 98% of
Year 12 students achieving their Western
Australian Certificate of Education
(WACE). There was a strong commitment
to vocational pathways, with 134 students
completing a VET Certificate Il or higher,
resulting in a total of 189 qualifications
attained. In recognition of academic
excellence at a state level, students were
awarded 1 Certificate of Excellence, 18
Certificates of Distinction, and 36
Certificates of Merit.

Since 2009, the 90s Club has been a proud tradition at
Mount Lawley Senior High School, honouring graduates who
achieve an ATAR of 90 or above and exemplify academic
